Prof S. S. Bhandarkar, the Man

I never had the privilege of being Prof. Bhandarkar's student, but I had, 

what seems to me the greater privilege, of being his P. A. (Personal Assistant) 

albeit for a short period of less than six months. This brief period between 

March 1958 and August 1958 proved so educative to me, socially and 

culturally speaking, that when I was to proceed to the U. K. in 1961 I was told 

I did not need to attend the Orientation Course meant for students going 

abroad. All that I was advised to do by one of the British Council Officers in 

Bombay was to glance through the book British Customs and Good Manners 

by Stim and move about confidently. With a copy of that book in one pocket 

and hardly any cash in the other I sailed for England in 1961. Even this 

journey would not have been possible but for the good offices of Prof. 

Bhandarkar who put in a timely word for me to expedite my papers held up 

in New Delhi.

Prof. Bhandarkar was then Education Member in the Indian Aid Mission 

to Nepal and was at Khatmandu. For some unknown reason the ‘No 

Objection Certificate’ from the Government of India which I needed urgently 

was being held up. My leave had been sanctioned, the Travel Grant had been 

awarded, my passage on a French boat had been booked. I had even said 

goodbye to some on my friends and relatives. The only snag was tha N. 0. 

C. I was desperate. I took courage in both hands and wrote tremblingly to 

Prof. Bhandarkar at his Khatmandu address. I knew it was a silly thing to do. 

But I knew nobody big enough in Delhi who could have helped me out.

Within a fortnight the N. 0. C. arrived followed by a gracious letter from 

Prof. Bhandarkar wishing me bon voyage. Later that very year he happened 

to visit Aurangabad as a member of the Committee to set up a University at 

Khatmandu. He asked my wife about my health and progress at Leeds where 

I was doing a Post-graduate course in English Studies.

I would be erring in drawing this portrait of the man if I gave the 

impression that I was one of his favourites. No, I was not. My work as P. A. 

was none too impressive, not initially anyway. Goodness was natural to Prof. 

Bhandarkar. I recall the several lapses on my part as his P. A. which he 

forgave with a smile.

I remember how just a week before he was to retire a certain school 

teacher from a distant village had travelled all the way down to Pune to

complain to him personally about some sort of injustice done to him by his 

superiors. His grievance was genuine. I listened to him carefully and assured 

him that the D. E. (Director of Education) would look into it. I did not permit 

him to see the D. E. personally since I thought he would not have liked it. 

The aggrieved teacher went back and wrote a moving letter to the D. E. which 

arrived the day before he was to retire. The D. E. reprimanded me for he 

thought it was a genuine case and the teacher needed sympathetic con­

sideration and even assurance.

Tall, handsome, immaculately dressed. Prof. Bhandarkar looked like 

one of the those Roman senators whose image must have haunted Keats 

when he wrote Hyperion. He had superb poise and an equable temper. In 

the office he never once raised his voice. He did not have to. His presence 

itself was so overwhelming that things went on with clock-like precision and 

efficiency. And what exquisite grace of manners that man had.

The day he retired he came into my room and asked me, "Well, Mr. 

Yardi, I’m retiring this afternoon. What can I do for you ?" I was taken aback. 

He had never entered anybody’s room before. But that was his last day in 
office. I was non-^^ussed. I collected my wits about me and replied, "Well, 

Sir, You have been very kind to me. Please arrange to transfer me back to 

the collegiate branch so that my wife and I live togSther again." "That’s for 

my successor Miss Panandkar to decide", he said. And later when I made a 

similar request to Miss Panandkar she replied," I’m retiring after nine months. 

I will set you free after that period." So I dragged on for fifteen months; six 

months as Prof. Bhandarkar’s P. A. and another nine months as Prin. Miss 

Panandkar’s P. A.

Prof. Bhandarkar’s team comprised Prin. Miss Panandkar, barrister Dr. 

A. G. Pawar, Prof. N. R. Trivedi, Shri Bhanot, Prin. J. A. Vakil, to mention but 

a few. They were all first rate academics who had turned to administration. 

Prof. Bhandarkar was the tallest among them in more senses than One.

(Note : Prof. S. S. Bhandarkar was Professor of English at Gujarat 

College from 1931 to 1945 and then Principal of the College from 1947 to 

1949.)







Dr. S. S. Bhandarkar As I Knew Him

Prof. M. V. Rajadhyaksha

November 1930. The Elphinstone College in Bombay. The Intermediate 

Arts Class. The students were waiting for their new Professor of English to 

appear. The more boisterous and mischief-loving ones were itching to give 

him their own brand of welcome. These were rather disappointed. In walked 

a young man, tall and handsome and spruce, and wearing a soft smile. He 

had a presence. His speech too was soft and clear. It had a muted rhythm 

of its own. And before it quite realized it, it was a captive class. The professor 

was S. S. Bhandarkar.

I was there, a shy backbencher. But soon I was all ears. A Macaulay text 

had been assigned to Prof. Bhandarkar. And Macaulay is not the liveliest of 

authors, though his stodgy contemporaries may have thought him one. Prof. 

Bhandarkar made him interesting enough. I suspected later in the term, 

though, that he had to keep stifling an inward yawn off and on.

Never being one in those reticent days to cultivate my teachers, I knew 

none of them personally. But, after a couple of months, prodded by my 

friends, I made bold to approach Prof. Bhandarkar with a request to be the 

Chief Guest at the first (and, alas, the last), anniversary of a club ten or twelve 

schoolmates of mine had started to give ourselves some practice in English 

elocution. The venue was to be a room in our school a few miles away. 

Bhandarkar accepted the invitation without the least hesitation. The actual 

event was so pitifully flimsy that even my memory has always blushed when 

recalling it. Half the speakers gave up their struggle with the English language 

after a few halting sentences. I was feeling very embarrassed, even more 

than fellow - members. But the Profersor was most gracious, and addressed 

us as if it was a national-level meet. The tea we served, I remember, was 

matchingly measly.

The term was over. When the new year started in June, students of 

Elphinstone were very upset to find that the professor they had fallen in love 

with had been snatched back by the Gujarat College from where he had 

come to them. But there was, as I learnt a few years later, a very real case 

of falling in love less vague, and properly feminine. Professor Bhandarkar 

taught his future wife, then an M.A. pupil. Old English, of all subjects.

Some two years later I met Bhandarkar at his Bombay residence briefly 

about some work. And less than three years later I most suddenly found my­



self as his colleague at the Gujarat College, in the first term of the year 1936. 

I was very young then, and very unsure of myself. The classes looked 

menacingly large, the first year arts class being nearly 180-strong. But I did 

not disappoint them. Everything about me, age, size and all, seemed to 

promise an easy prey to the would-be teacher baiters who were the majority 

in the class (or so I thought). But I stood this baptism of fire with a bravery/ 

derived from having Prof. Bhandarkar, the head of my Departmet, for my 

shield, this baptismal ceremony was repeated when I was posted to the 

College twice during the next two years, though with a lesser fire. The 

Principal, Mr. Findlay Shirras, was not well disposed to me, nor to my name, 

too, for he always mangled it in pronouncing it. But Prof. Bhandarkar 

protected me from his gruff attention withoug (and that was like him) looking 

ike a protector. And, more importantly, he and Mrs. Bhandarkar made my 

stay in Ahmedabad less intolerable than it might have been, with their 

homely warmth. And the warmth continued unfaded all those long years. 

Actually it glowed more and more with every passing year.

A little over seven years later I was once againg back at the Gujarat 

college. And once again suddenly. Though, to be honest, I had never quite 

fallen in love with Ahmedabad, or the college. I felt more forlorn than ever, 

for Prof. Bhandarkar was not there. He had just been transferred to the Ismail 

Yusuf College in Bombay. When he came back to the Gujarat College two 

years later as its Principal, I was myself moved to the Elphinstone College. 

But another two years, and we were together. He was our Principal. The good 

fortune, however, was short-lived. One term at the College, and Bhandarkar 

moved on to Pune to join the Directorate of Education. However, apart from 

the happiness working with him meant for me, what I saw Of him as the 

Principal, and that at close quarters, was unforgettable. Of course, the old 

charm was there, and the gentleness towards everyone, including the menial 

staff. And a rare poise. But he could also be very firm, where firmness was 

called for.

These qualities also distinguished Bhandarkar’s tenure at the Direc­

torate of Education - first as a Deputy Director, and then as the Director. But 

the high executive posts, with all the responsibilities and powers they carried, 

meant very hard work for a conscentious person like him, and for one who 

had unpliable inegrity in his very grain. The work entailed, besides long hours 

of desk-work, endless meetings, most of which, as such meetings are liable 

to do, must have put a severe strain on his patience, his good manners, and 

his sense of humour. Constant travelling was yet another infliction of the



office. All this was bound to take its toll in health. But he took it in his 

uncomplaining stride. Among the assignments he accepted after retirement 

from government service, were two exalted posts: Education Member in the 

Indian Aid Mission to Nepal; and Vice-Chancellor of the Jiwaji University, 

Gwalior, tor two successive terms. They were less exacting in terms of work, 

particularly the former. But for Prof. Bhandarkar no job was a soft job.

During the years Prof. Bhandarkar was away from Bombay we used to 

meet somtimes. Quite often, when he was in the Directorate of Education, 

sometimes in his office, or in Bombay on one of his frequent visits, too 

frequent in fact, on official work to the city. Once I stayed with him in Pune 

for a few pleasant days. I found him the same old Bhandarkar, friendly as 

ever, with an undemonstrative friendliness.

When age demanded that he give up full-time work, the Bhandarkars 

settled down in Bombay. It was a home-coming for him. But education, in a 

manner of speaking, would not give him up. He found himself on the 

Governing Body of the Deccan College Post-graduate Research Institute in 

Pune. And he applied himself to the assignment most earnestly. The cus­

tomary lethargy and indifference of the Government, not to speak of the red- 

tape, getting redder than ever - was a formidable hurdel. But he faced it with 

a zest most people would have thought somewhat incongruous with his age. 

At that age most people are very concerned and very vocal about their own 

health and its problems, big and small. That would have been very unlike 

him. He faced it all with courage and dignity. What he had absorbed from 

great books must have given him the courage; and the dignity was inborn. 

Old age makes most persons pitiable. But not my guru, the late Professor 

Bhandarkar.
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
